The Old Testament law was burden AND grace  

  

 Psalm 119:71, “It was good that I was afflicted, that I might learn  

 your statutes.” 

  

 Law = grace… & unbearable yoke (Acts 15:10, Gal. 4:1-2. See WCF 20.1) 

  

 

 
Chapter 12 – the new mum: in midst of life we are in death 

  

 Lev. 12:7, “Then she shall be clean from the flow of her blood.” 

  

Lev. 17:11, “For the life of the flesh is in the blood, and I have given it for you on the altar to 

make atonement for your souls, for it is the blood that makes atonement by the life.” 

  

 Lev. 12:2, “If a woman sows her seed…” → Genesis 3:15 

  

 

 
Chapters 13-14 – the leper: we have death inside of us 

  

 Lev. 13:15, “Raw flesh” = alive flesh = bloody flesh 
  

 Lev. 13:45-46, the life of the leper  

  

 

 
Chapter 15 – our bodies: God wants to bring new life 

  

 Lev. 15:2, “… discharge…” / loss / waste
